Dear Mr. Watkins,

The purpose of the letter is to request that you review the case of Benjamine Spencer.  He is a wrongfully convicted, innocent man who has been incarcerated for 22 years.

Three elements of the case speak to Mr. Spencer’s innocence and deserve renewed attention:

1) There is no physical evidence tying him to the crime.  
2) The eyewitness testimony which served as the basis for his conviction was faulty.  Eye witness identification experts from both the defense and prosecution agreed that the “witnesses” in this case could not possibly have made a positive identification even if it was someone they knew well. 
3) Mr. Spencer has an alibi that the prosecution in the 1980’s chose to ignore. Danny Edwards testimony, which was used to discredit the alibi witness, was ruled hearsay as well as Mr. Edwards being ruled an unreliable witness.
The fact that Benjamine Spencer has been convicted for this crime means that the real criminal could still be free and a danger to others.  Justice has not yet been served.  Please use the power you’ve been entrusted with to review the case and help rectify this grave injustice.
